SUMMARY AND EXPLANATION

Ecstasy - XTC, Ice Methamphetamines

Methamphetamines are the typical Designer Drugs. They can be taken orally, injected or inhaled and
are potentially addictive, particularly when taken via injection. They can lead to an increased heart
rate and blood pressure and cause euphoria, insomnia, paranoia and hallucinations. Long term use
causes brain damage. The effects usually last up to 6 hours. These drugs can be detected in urine for
2-3 days after use.

Amphetamines - Speed

Amphetamines can be taken orally or injected. The symptoms, which last for 2-8 hours, include a
feeling of subjective alertness, euphoria, insomnia, depression, psychosis and a reduced appetite. The
detection time for this type of drugs is 2-3 days in urine.

Cocaine - Crack

Cocaine is derived from leaves of the coca plant and can be snorted or injected. This strongly
addictive stimulant drug can cause euphoria, pain relief, an increased heart rate, fever, tremors,
sweating and dilation of the pupils. The effects last 1-4 hours and the drug can be detected in urine
2-4 days after the last use.

Opiates - Heroine, Morphine, H, Brown Sugar

This group is derived from the resin of opium poppy. Symptoms include euphoria as well as narcoti
effects. Higher doses can lead to appnea and cardiac arrest. Opiates are strongly addictive. A sudde
cease of this drug of abuse leads to violent withdrawal symptoms. The drugs can be detected in urine
1-4 days since the last administration.

Marihuana - THC, Cannabis, Hash, Grass

For Marihuana, which derives from the fl owering portion of the hemp plant, smoking is the primary
method of intake. It can cause slight addiction and the symptoms, which last for 2-4 hours, are
disorientation, dizziness and psychosis. The detection time in urine for Marihuana is 1-14 days
(chronic users: up to 80 days).

Tranquilizers - Benzodiazepines

This group includes the most widely used anxiolytic drugs and sleeping pills. Benzodiazepines

are anxiolytic, sedative and sleep supportive. The effects usually last 4-12 hours, depending on the
substance. When taken over a longer period of time a severe dependency can occur. Tranquilizers can
be detected in urine up to 4 weeks, but most of the time much shorter, after the last administration.

STORAGE AND STABILITY

The “DIAQUICK* Multi-6 Drug test should be stored at 2-30°C in the original sealed pouch. The
expiration date given was determined under normal laboratory conditions. The kit can be stored at
room temperature or refrigerated (2-30°C). The test panel is stable through the expiration date printed
on the sealed pouch. The test panel must remain in the sealed pouch until use. DO NOT FREEZE.
